Dear Parents,
The Computer Lab has been a very exciting place to be these past 2 weeks as the

students begin using our 20 new iMacs.  With new computers and a new operating system
students are learning new ways of doing things. We can thank our PTO and parent
community for the funds that bought our new computers.  Our PTO purchased 9
computers, 6 were purchased from Technology Funds raised last year through various
fundraisers such as Sally Foster, Entertainment Books, and Computer Club and the
remaining 5 were purchased through our one time grant money.

Our new goal for the computer lab this year is to purchase 10 more computers so
that we will have one for each student. Having only 20 computers, 2/3 of the class must
share when I have classes of 30 students – which is most of the time. In order to make
our goal a reality we are having a special fundraiser, which will begin next week and run
for 2 weeks. It is called “Innisbrook ”.

    “InnisbrookÓ products include custom gift-wrap, gourmet chocolates, assorted
gift items,  and magazines. There will be a display of sample items at Back to School
night for you to view.  Catalogs will go home in your student’s Leitch folder on Thursday,
September 27th.  Directions for doing your orders online will be included in your envelope.
You will return your online voucher  with 1 check  for your order to your child’s teacher.
Orders will be due back to school by Monday, October 15th . All of the money earned
from “InnisbrookÓ will be used to purchase new computers for the lab.

Another goal this year is to replace our software library with programs that will
run on our new iMacs. We have already begun purchasing new titles with last year’s
Computer Club donations. Some of the money collected through the ÒVoluntary
Technology Donation ” will help us purchase new programs. The ÒVoluntary Technology
DonationÓ money will also help Leitch with technology needs throughout the school.

Computer Club is an after school class in the computer lab for 1st and 2nd grade
students.  It is an opportunity for students to use the software programs that we use in
class independently.  Each session runs for 6 weeks and is held after school for 1 hour.
All of the donations from Computer Club support the Lab. Computer Club will not start
until January. You will hear more about this in the future.

The lab will be open on Back to School Night  from 6:30-7:00  and 7:30-8:00.
7:00-7:30 is reserved for classroom presentations. Looking forward to seeing you then.
